Additional Notes:

There is a pair of these units – this unit is mounted on the platform rail and will measure incoming gamma radiation as a baseline, the other unit is buried to just at ground level and will measure gamma radiation attenuated by the snowpack.  The unit is attached to the north rail of the platform, 17 cm east of the tube into the bunker.
