It sounds like the other logger downloads fine which leads towards problem 1 or 2. Did this problem occur once or intermittently?

-Checked wiring on conductivity meter 8 it’s OK on logger. Perhaps there is a junction box that is wet or the wires are loose/corroded. The –99999 or –69999 readings indicate an offline or out of range (broken) sensor it intermittently records what appears to be data which could mean a connection problem. Do we have a wiring schematic for this place? If not we need one to troubleshoot this type of problem.
