The power supply was being over-loaded V =  2 & I = .58 ,  removed red wire from 20 volt terminal and the voltage supply returned to V = 12 & I = 0. I’ll look into why? 

Shipment was at Snarl.

Talked to Mr. Dawson about blowtorch to cut steel platform for rain gauge mounting.

I found the HP 6236B Power Supply covered with a storage module, COM200 modem and the PS512M power supply. I’ve removed the storage module and COM200 modem from the top of the HP 6236B Power Supply this supply needs airflow to cool.

Unpacked shipment
