NOTES: Mounted the second battery charger/ conditioner to the wall under the bench. The Agilent power supply was removed, because during an AC power failure the Agilent supply would not reboot. This supply is replaced by a deep cycle battery that is being conditioned by an AC power charger/ conditioner.
